Select the
perfect Victorian hat, gloves, and cape as you imagine
being a Victorian yourself and posing for a picture with
Charles Dickens. Full tea is served in Mrs. Cratchit’s
Kitchen on Saturdays through December.

Join the fun as the Cambridge community celebrates five
years of Dickens excitement! Inspired by one man’s dream
and driven by the amazing dedication of volunteers, this
special community project has surpassed all expectations!
Special activities and programs highlight the festivities of
this special anniversary extravaganza.

With the help of hundreds of local volunteers, each scene
was carefully built and each mannequin dressed in period
clothing...just in time for the

holiday season. Each head and

face has been uniquely and artfully

sculpted and painted by members

of the Eastern Ohio Art Guild.

Getaway packages are available and include overnight
stays at the award-winning Colonel Taylor Inn, area
hotels and lodges, and downtown shopping. Events and
attractions include the Byesville Scenic Railway “Spirit When You Have More Time...
of Christmas” train ride; high tea; special Old English
era holiday dinners; Mommy and Me Gingerbread
Workshop; National Museum of Cambridge Glass

tours; and holiday tour of homes. Entertainment
options include concerts by the Cambridge Singers,
Southeastern Ohio Symphony Orchestra, holiday
performances at the Cambridge Performing Arts Center
and Pritchard Laughlin Civic Center and New Year’s Eve
Gospel Sing.

Peddler Weekends—This arts and crafts village, located on
the 600 block of Wheeling Ave., will feature heritage artisans
dressed in period clothing selling their wares, including glass
ornaments, holiday treats, and Picture Perfect by Darla—an
old-fashioned photo studio where you can have your picture
taken in Victorian wear to memorialize your visit!

Courthouse Light Show—This magnificent 1881 building jumps
into the 21st Century as it is bathed in colored lights, 36 animated
light displays and 15,000 lights outlining the building. The display

is computer controlled with 364 electrical circuits meticulously
synchronized to a holiday soundtrack, with a total of 30,000 lights.
Four different light shows are performed throughout each evening
beginning at 5:30 p.m., with the last show playing at 9 p.m.

The Dickens Victorian Village is on display daily from
early November through mid-January. Visitors are
welcome to visit the exhibition any time of the day.

Mr. Fezzywig’s Ball—An unforgettable evening of dance and
merriment from the era of Dickens! This festive ballroom dance
features you in your finest and entertainment by the Cambridge
Social Dance Club.
